Moving in the Miracle Power of God

If we believe that Jesus is our example for ministry then we need to learn how He operated in miracles and how He did the work of God so we can continue the ministry of Jesus in the earth.

Act 10:38
“How God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and with power, who went about doing good and healing all who were oppressed by the devil, for God was with Him.”

Anointed:

1) to anoint

a) consecrating Jesus to the Messianic office, and furnishing him with the necessary powers for its administration

b) enduing Christians with the gifts of the Holy Spirit

Holy Spirit:

1) the third person of the triune God, the Holy Spirit, coequal, coeternal with the Father and the Son

a) sometimes referred to in a way which emphasises his personality and character (the "Holy" Spirit)

b) sometimes referred to in a way which emphasises his work and power (the Spirit of "Truth")

c) never referred to as a depersonalised force

Power:

1) strength power, ability

a) inherent power, power residing in a thing by virtue of its nature, or which a person or thing exerts and puts forth

b) power for performing miracles

c) moral power and excellence of soul

d) the power and influence which belong to riches and wealth

e) power and resources arising from numbers

f) power consisting in or resting upon armies, forces, hosts
Jesus was baptized with the Holy Spirit (He had the Holy Spirit dwelling within Him) and He was baptized with power (dunamis power).

This Scripture makes the distinction that Jesus was baptized with two baptisms 1. Holy Spirit 2. Power

Just because we have the Holy Spirit doesn’t mean we have God’s power.

We know that we have power because we can heal the sick and all who are oppressed by the devil.

How did Jesus do good and heal all that were oppressed of the devil?

Then Jesus answered and said to them, "Most assuredly, I say to you, the Son can do nothing of Himself, but what He sees the Father do; for whatever He does, the Son also does in like manner. "For the Father loves the Son, and shows Him all things that He Himself does; and He will show Him greater works than these, that you may marvel. "For as the Father raises the dead and gives life to them, even so the Son gives life to whom He will. John 5:19-21
1. He only did what He saw the Father do. 

Q: How do we see what the Father is doing? 

A: We follow the promptings of the Holy Spirit through visions, dreams, and impressions, discern and then yield to the anointing opening up in the atmosphere, follow the leading of the Holy Spirit by yielding to His gifts that start manifesting. 

1 Corinthians 12:1

Now concerning spiritual gifts, brethren, I do not want you to be ignorant: 

1 Corinthians 12:7-11

But the manifestation of the Spirit is given to each one for the profit of all: for to one is given the word of wisdom through the Spirit, to another the word of knowledge through the same Spirit, to another faith by the same Spirit, to another gifts of healings by the same Spirit, to another the working of miracles, to another prophecy, to another discerning of spirits, to another different kinds of tongues, to another the interpretation of tongues. But one and the same Spirit works all these things, distributing to each one individually as He wills.

Q: How do we release the demonstrations of the Holy Spirit through His gifts? 

A: Yield to the manifestations of His gifts as they start opening up in the meeting.

God is not mechanical and we cannot presume on Him to do anything however as soon as we discern the moving of the Holy Spirit and jump on board with what we sense He is doing we will be operating in the same realm as Jesus did in John 5:19.

Any type of prayer and demand on heaven that we make outside of these leadings are called the prayer of faith.

Jam 5:15
And the prayer of faith will save the sick, and the Lord will raise him up. And if he has committed sins, he will be forgiven.

The prayer of faith can make demands on heaven – all that is needed is faith.
