Travel Insurance

Flightcentre have given me an insurance quote with Covermore Travel Insurance:

Of course you don’t have to go with the above quote.  If you have existing insurance policies with HBF, RAC, GIO, SGIO or any others find out if they give you a discount on travel insurance.  I know that HBF & RAC do.  Som credit card companies give you travel insurance when you pay for your travel on your card. 

Accommodation

We will be staying a Thompson Falls Lodge in Nyahururu.  The lodge is very comfortable but basic.  There website is www.tfalls.co.ke if you would like to check it out.

It will cost approximately $50 per night; this includes your breakfast and dinner daily.  We would be there for a total of 9 nights, 10 days. So I expect that our accommodation will cost $450.

Internal Travel – car hire and fuel

We are intending to hire 2 vans that will seat 9 people whilst we are in Kenya to get around.  I was hoping to be able to give you specific information as to the cost of our internal travel by this time, but our agent is having some trouble getting this.  I will hopefully be able to give you this information soon.

Visa information

Visitors to Kenya are required to obtain an entry visa into Kenya. 

Visas can be obtained by most nationalities on arrival for a fee of US$50, which is valid for a period of three months and must be paid in a convertible currency. This may result in passenger delays and it is preferable to arrange a visa in the country of origin. Required by all passengers are onward or return tickets, documents needed for next destination and sufficient funds for length of intended stay (at least US$500). Passports must be valid for at least the period of stay. 

Entry requirements for Australians:
Australians require a valid passport and a visa. 

Entry requirements for New Zealanders:
New Zealand citizens require a valid passport and a visa. 
It is quite easy to obtain your visa on arrival at the customs counter.

Health

You will require some inoculations to travel to Kenya.  The main one that you are required to get in order to return home is Yellow Fever.  I would strongly suggest that you consult your doctor or local Travel Doctor about 6-8 weeks prior to travel.  The travel doctor website is a really good source of information www.traveldoctor.com.au. I have attached a fact sheet from the website to the email.

What can you expect to be doing while we are in Kenya??
